On August 1, 1907, the U.S. Army Signal Corps formed an
Aeronautical Division.

At first,
however, the Aeronautical Division was mainly interested in
balloons and dirigibles instead of heavier-than-air flying
machines. The Army had already used manned balloons
for aerial observation during the Civil War and Spanish-
American War in the 19th Century. The Aeronautical Divi-
sion accepted delivery of its first airplane from the Wright
brothers in 1909. Under the leader-

ship of brave pioneers such as

Capt. Benjamin D. Foulois, a small dq

band of early Army Airmen experi-
mented with various aircraft and
formed an operational unit, the 1st

Aero Squadron, in December 1913.
