Did You Know?

The United States Coast Guard, one of the country's five
armed services, is a unique agency of the federal govern-
ment. We trace our history back to 4 August 1790, when
the first Congress authorized the construction of ten ves-
sels to enforce tariff and trade laws and to prevent smug-
gling. Known variously through the nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries as the Revenue Marine and the Reve-
nue Cutter Service, we expanded in size and responsibili-
ties as the nation grew.

The service received its present name in 1915 under an act
of Congress when the Revenue Cutter Service merged
with the Life-Saving Service. The Coast Guard is one of
the oldest organizations of the federal government and,
until the Navy Department was established in 1798, we
served as the nation's only armed force afloat. We contin-
ued to protect the nation throughout our long history and
have served proudly in every one of the nation's conflicts.
