Mission Part 1 continued United States Air Force  
 

By April 1917, when the United States entered 
World War 1 on the side of the Allied Powers, each 
of the major combatants had developed aircraft in-
dustries far superior to those of the United States. 
Despite optimistic plans and ample funding, the 
United States proved unable to catch up to the 
European nations in aviation technology. Respond-
ing to criticism of the American aircraft effort, Presi-
dent Woodrow Wilson created the Army Air Service 
and placed it directly under the War Department on 
May 24, 1918. By the time of the armistice in No-
vember 1918, the Air Service had grown to more 
than 19,000 officers and 178,000 enlisted men 
while American industry had turned out 11,754 air-
craft (mostly trainers like the JN-4 Jenny).  Next to 
come Mission Part 2.
