MISSIONS PART TWO: AIR POWER COMES
OF AGE IN WORLD WAR CONTINUED

By the last year of the war, the quantity and qual-
ity of AAF aircraft and Airmen dominated the
skies over both Germany and Japan, all but para-
lyzing their war economies. Air power did not win
the war by itself but did make possible the Allies'
total victory over the Axis powers, punctuated in
August 1945 when two B-29s dropped atomic
bombs on Japan.

Much as it did a quarter century before, the
United States immediately demobilized its armed
forces after World War Il. Based on the AAF's
wartime achievements and future potential, how-
ever, the U.S. Air Force won its independence as
a full partner with the Army and the Navy on Sep-
tember 18, 1947. Stuart Symington became the
first Secretary of the Air Force, and Gen. Carl A.
Spaatz its first Chief of Staff. Within a month, on
October 14, 1947, test pilot Chuck Yeager flew
the Bell XS-1 past the speed of sound, launching
the new Air Force into the supersonic era.
