History of Veterans Day

WorldWarli k nown at the ti med
officially ended when the Treaty of Versailles was
signed on June 28, 1919, in the Palace of Versailles
outside the town of Versailles, France. However, fight-
ing ceased seven months earlier when an armistice or
temporary cessation of hostilities, between the Allied
nations and Germany went into effect on the eleventh
hour of the eleventh day of the eleventh month.

For that reason, November 11, 1918, is generally re-
garded as the end of #@Ath
vember 1919, President Wilson proclaimed November
11 as the first commemoration of Armistice Day with
the following words: "To us in America, the reflections
of Armistice Day will be filled with solemn pride in the
heroism of those who died
with gratitude for the victory, both because of the thing
from which it has freed us and because of the opportu-
nity it has given America to show her sympathy with
peace and justice in the

An Act (52 Stat. 351; 5 U. S. Code, Sec. 87a) ap-
proved May 13, 1938, made the 11" of November in
each year a legal holidayd a day to be dedicated to
the cause of world peace and to be thereafter cele-
brated and known as "Armistice Day." Armistice Day
was primarily a day set aside to honor veterans of
World War |, but in 1954, after World War Il had re-
quired the greatest mobilization of soldiers, sailors,
Mari nes and airmen i n t
American forces had fought aggression in Korea, the
83rd Congress, at the urging of the veterans service
organizations, amended the Act of 1938 by striking out
the word "Armistice” and inserting in its place the word
"Veterans." With the approval of this legislation
(Public Law 380) on June 1, 1954, November 11th be-
came a day to honor American veterans of all wars.
