Benedict Arnold received a wound in his leg during
this battle; his contribution to the battle is commemo-
rated by a statue of his boot, with no other reference to
the hero turned traitor.

This defeat at Bemis Heights forced Burgoyne to
withdraw north to camps in and around the present
Village of Schuylerville. Burgoyne surrendered on Oc-
tober 17, 1777, in what would later be named Victory
NY, where the Saratoga Monument memorializes that
important day. Disgraced, Burgoyne returned to Eng-
land, and was never given another command. These
crucial colonist victories at the Battle of Saratoga per-
suaded the French to support the Americans with mili-
tary aid and is considered the major turning point in
the American Revolution.
